At Asha Bhavan Centre, Varsha received comprehensive support including special education,
vocational and sports training, and medical care. She completed skill training under the Paschim Banga
Society for Skill Development and gained culinary skills at the CCI.

Education Programme (Siksha Project)

The Education and Training Division of Asha Bhavan Centre, under the auspices of the Dominique
Lapierre Education Project, has established 10 (ten) pre-primary and primary schools across remote
villages in various districts of West Bengal. This noble initiative was founded with the vision of providing
quality, modern, and inclusive education to rural children while also nurturing social, moral, and spiritual
values in their young minds.

In the academic session 2025, the project proudly serves 2,075 enrolled students. All schools follow
the pedagogy and syllabus prescribed by the Department of Primary School Education, Government of
West Bengal. Over the years, this initiative has built a strong educational foundation for young learners
through remedial classes, bridging learning gaps, and strengthening foundational literacy and numeracy
skills. Alongside academics, the schools also emphasize hygiene, health, and wellness education,
earning the trust and appreciation of parents and local community leaders in the surrounding villages.

The School Project is financially supported by Student fees, donation from AVTM- France, OFI-France,
Association Ali Baba and You- Switzerland and Lumilo Foundation-Switzerland.

Community Based Rehabilitation Programme

Asha Bhavan Centre implements a Community Based Rehabilitation (CBR) project across several
districts of West Bengal to support persons with disabilities in meeting their diverse needs. The project
provides therapeutic interventions, educational support, aids and appliances, and promotes economic
empowerment to improve their overall quality of life.

At present, we operate six Community Rehabilitation Centres in remote areas of West Bengal, ensuring
that essential services reach people in their own communities. The project supported by ADL, Rejenga,
AVTM through OFI.

As part of this initiative, we conduct community awareness programmes to remove social barriers and
promote inclusion. We also organize short-term disability orientation trainings for government lay health
workers, enabling them to serve as referral agents and guide children with disabilities toward
appropriate rehabilitation services. This approach strengthens early detection and timely intervention.

Through CBR, we also work to link and support persons with disabilities in accessing and integrating
into various government schemes and services designed for their welfare and empowerment.

A story of achievement

Ayush is a 6-year-old boy with Cerebral Palsy, residing with his parents in Kenduara village, under the Panskura
Block of Purba Medinipur District. At birth, Ayush did not cry immediately and had a low birth weight of 1.8 kg.
The lack of oxygen during delivery led to asphyxia, resulting in brain damage and the development of cerebral
palsy.

He belongs to a nuclear family from an economically
disadvantaged background. His father works as a
daily wage labourer, earning a modest income that
barely meets the famil y ¢WG——y

When Ayush was 3 years old, his parents brought
him to Panskura Centre for support. At that time,
Ayush was unable to control his head and was non-
verbal. He was completely dependent on his mother
for all daily activities such as eating, drinking,
toileting, bathing, and dressing. His mother, Anita
Dolai, was deeply worried and sought help for her
son.

After a detailed assessment, the Asha Bhavan
Centre team designed a comprehensive
management pl an tail o
developmental needs. The intervention included
physiotherapy, special education, and early
stimulation activities, with periodic reviews and
necessary modifications to ensure steady progress.

Today, Ayush has shown remarkable improvement.
He can now sit independently from a lying position,
maintain long sitting and cross-legged sitting, and
even hold a two-knee or squatting position for a few
seconds without support. He can crawl, reach out
with both hands (with better control on the left side),
and stand with support using A.F.O. special shoes.

In terms of daily living skills, Ayush can now eat solid
foods like biscuits and drink from a glass independently. He can identify fruits, vegetables and animals by name,
count up to six, and speak a few meaningful words such
name when asked.

Ayush has become toilet trained, can communicate his toilet needs though he still requires some assistance with
washing, he is actively participating in bathing and grooming with simple guidance. He enjoys playing with peers
and recognizing familiar objects around him.

His mother, Anita Dolai, is now a transformed and confident woman, filled with hope and happiness seeing her
son6s steady progress. She expresses her heartfelt grat
guidance, and care believing that one day, her son will be able to walk and attend a regular school on his own.



LEAP-CP (Learning through Everyday Activities with Parents for Infants with High Risk of
Cerebral Palsy)

The LEAP-CP (Learning through Everyday Activities with Parents for Infants with High Risk of Cerebral

Palsy) project, implemented by Asha Bhavan Centre and funded by ADL, Switzerland, focuses on early
detection and intervention for infants at high risk of cerebral palsy in rural West Bengal. Using an
evidence-based, community-delivered model, trained disability workers and parents collaborate to
enhance childrendés devel op rbasedsadsions, saregiemedusatidn,bando u g h
environmental enrichment.

Over 3.5 years, the program screened 1,613 infants, identifying 241 children with cerebral palsy and
conducting more than 6,700 home visits. As a result, 53 children learned to walk, 34 to sit, and 65 to
eat properly. The LEAP-CP model, globally recognized and published in leading journals such as the
British Medical Journal, American Academy of Pediatrics, and Developmental Medicine and Child
Neurology, demonstrates measurable impact.

Orthopedic Workshop

Individuals with disabilities often face unique challenges that impact their daily lives and limit their ability
to perform routine activities independently. The provision of assistive devices plays a crucial role in
addressing these challenges, enhancing quality of life, and promoting inclusivity. Legal frameworks
underscore the importance of these aids to ensure equal opportunities, demonstrating a commitment
to fostering a truly inclusive society that acknowledges and addresses diverse needs.

With the generous support of ADL in Switzerland, Asha Bhavan Center operates an orthopedic
workshop dedicated to improving mobility and quality of life for children and individuals with disabilities.
This workshop serves as a central resource for providing essential aids and appliances, including
specialized chairs and custom wheelchairs. These assistive devices are distributed to various
beneficiaries, including children in our care facilities, students in special schools, DISAH Centre,
individuals patrticipating in Community-Based Rehabilitation (CBR) programs, and persons with
disabilities in disadvantaged communities.

Case Study: Surojit Mondal

Surojit Mondal, a 29-year-old resident of
Nabagram in Howrah district, lives with his family
of four members his father, who works as a daily
labour, his mother, a homemaker, and his elder
brother. He was previously employed as a cook
in a hotel and was the main earning member of
his family. Life took a tragic turn for Surojit on 5th
June 2022, when he met with a serious road
traffic accident while returning home from work.
He was admitted to SSKM Hospital the following
day, where medical examinations revealed
severe injuries, including fractures in the left
epicondyl e and ulna st
best efforts, the damage to his left leg was
extensive, and to save his life from further
complications, a left below-knee amputation was
performed on 11th June 2022.

The incident was a devastating blow to Surojit
and his family, both emotionally and financially.
After being discharged from the hospital and
completing his initial recovery, Surojit
approached the Orthopaedic  Workshop
Department of Asha Bhavan Centre for
prosthetic support and rehabilitation. His main
objective was to regain his mobility, walk
independently, and resume his professional and
personal responsibilities. After a thorough
assessment, the workshop team provided him
with a Left Trans-Tibial Prosthesis and guided
him through training sessions focused on
balance, gait correction, and mobility
enhancement.

With dedication and consistent practice, Surojit
quickly adapted to his prosthesis. He regained
the confidence to walk independently and
perform all his daily living activities without :
assistance. Encouraged by his progress and the | . < . v
motivation to rebuild his life, he decided to start his own poultry farm mstead of returnlng to hIS previous
job as a cook. This initiative not only provided him with a stable source of income but also restored his
self-esteem and independence.

Surojités journey stands as a testament to his de
intervention, rehabilitation, and the support of Asha Bhavan Centre, he successfully overcame his

physical challenges and transformed his life. Today, he serves as an inspiring example of how resilience

and proper rehabilitation can empower individuals with disabilities to lead productive and independent

lives.
